YSU's enrollment "winning streak" continues as student numbers for Spring 2019 are aga in

on the rise. Headcount enrollment of 11,900 is up 0.24 percent over last spring, while full-time equivalent enrollment is up 0.79 percent. It's 
the seventh straight semester (fall-to-fall and spring-to-spring) that FTE enrollment has gone up.
