Virgil Solomon reviewed the items presented for change beginning with Item 2020-21:1-50 with both New and Reviewed items. There were some modifications and no additional comments were received from the faculty.   A total of 50 items were approved.

c. Exceptions Chair: Sal Sanders

The committee has unanimously agreed to grant an exception to permit an applicant to be admitted to the MS in Environmental Science program without fulfilling the GRE requirement as requested by Dr. Jeff Dick.

The committee has unanimously agreed to grant an exception to permit an applicant to be admitted to the Master of Business Administration program with a cumulative undergraduate GPA less than 2.7

d. Grievance Chair: Christopher Bellas
There is nothing to report at this time.


7. Change in transcript admission requirement –
Ashley Leonelli, Admissions Coordinator, presented some suggestions to streamline the Admissions process regarding accepting transcripts. She shared these comments:

“In admissions, the fewer requirements programs have for their applications, the easier the process is on both the student and our team. By accepting only unofficial transcripts for transfer credit, we are saving the student money and expediting the admissions process. Our team would still collect official transcripts from all schools where a degree was granted to the student by the end of their first semester with us (if admitted). If the student wants to transfer credit to YSU, then an official transcript would have to be received. Right now, we are accepting unofficial transcripts for admission. When we process our decisions, we put holds on the students for all official transcripts that we did not receive. Those transcripts must be submitted by the end of their first semester or they will not be able to register for any future semesters."

	Sal Sanders has sent out a questionnaire to the CCGS Members for a response to their 
current admissions practices.

8. Graduate Dean approval of Category 1 Graduate Faculty (out of compliance)

	Currently, the Graduate Dean presides over Graduate Faculty meetings and attends Graduate Council meetings as a nonvoting ex officio member. 

	A request was presented by Dean Sal Sanders that the Dean of the College of Graduate Studies should be involved in the approval process for Category 1 members. After a discussion and explanation for this request, the Graduate Council members agreed the Dean of the College of Graduate Studies should be included in this review.  

A motion was made to have the Dean of the College of Graduate Studies review and approve all Category 1 faculty applications.  The motion was unanimously approved.

9. Graduate Faculty Renewal (Patrick Bateman) – Category I

Patrick Bateman discussed the need to change the current Graduate Faculty Membership requirements for Category I.  He would like to consider making changes to streamline the process.  The current criteria are outlined in the Graduate Policy book.  Discussion followed with some concerns about how to make changes to the basic requirements, voting rights and committee privileges, qualifications for teaching and supervising master-level graduate students, and doctoral-level graduate-level students. The term is currently five (5) years and renewable. Should that be changed? It was also noted that there are significant differences across the colleges relative to the nature of research/scholarship activities. Each college has its own standards document.  Some faculty are not involved with thesis or dissertations in their programs.

It was suggested that there be two distinct Category 1 appointments to allow for advanced requirements for chairing doctoral-level committees and the masters-level thesis committees. Given the current workload challenges of faculty to meet the criteria without adequate release time or resources, some members felt a review and further discussion of the current policy would be in order.

Patrick Bateman will compile a document in greater detail with other recommendations to consider.

10. Key Performance Indicators – Sal Sanders
This will be on the next meeting agenda.  Sal will send out additional information for some feedback.

11. Dean Sanders’s Comments – 
To his knowledge there is no decision regarding the spring 2021 semester at this time.

The Graduate Council Meeting was adjourned at 5:00 pm.
