Monitors, researches, and suggests system standards, upgrades, updates, features, and conventions to
be utilized by web development team.

Monitors open source code bases to know when custom development is necessary.

Researches and maintains knowledge on trends in CSS, responsive design, Javascript, jQuery,
accessibility, page development, SEO, predictive search, version control, and other industry standards.

OTHER FUNCTIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES: Assists with training new hires.

Performs any and all other duties assigned and/or required that are within the level of responsibility for
this classification at the discretion of the supervisor.
